SYNOPSIS 

This musical chronicles the five-year relationship of Cathy (an aspiring musical theatre 
actress) and Jamie (a promising author of romance novels) using two different 
narrative perspectives. 
 
Cathy reminisces about their five years together in reverse chronological order, 
starting with the breakup of their marriage (year five), and then looking back to 
Jamie’s literary success (year four), their wedding (year three), their moving in 
together (year two) and their first kiss and first date (year one). 
 
Jamie relates their five years together in forward chronological order, starting with the 
beginning of their relationship and ending with the break-up of their marriage five 
years later. 
 
Their two storylines are presented independently and sequentially from these two 
different perspectives and coincide only on their wedding day (in year three).  



CAST & CREW BIOGRAPHIES 
 

RYAN SULLIVAN (Jamie) is delighted to be returning to the Calliope Theater 

stage after a 7 year absence. He previously appeared here in “A Grand Night 

For Singing”. Since then he performed the role of Freddy in his favorite 
musical, “Chess” at WCLOC, and was the lead singer of Anthem, a 70’s & 80’s 

arena rock cover band. When not on stage, Ryan teaches 9th grade biology 
at Millbury High School where he also directed the high school chorus for 13 

years and was the musical director for 16 school musicals. Being a teacher 
has taught him that everyone goes through tough times (especially recently) 

so don’t take things personally and offer care and empathy to others whenever you can. Lots of love 
and thanks to Mom & Dad, Dustin, Marissa & Dave, Jenna, James & Sam, GG and Bo Diddley. 

 

HEIDI WHITE (Cathy) is excited to be back to live theatre and to be part of 
such a beautiful show. Some favorite roles include: Nellie Forbush in “South 

Pacific” (JEMS Theater) Evelyn Nesbit in “Ragtime”, Winifred Banks in “Mary 
Poppins” (Theater at the Mount), Young Edie in “Grey Gardens”, Hope 

Cladwell in “Urinetown” (WCLOC), Adelaide in “Guys and Dolls” (Barre 
Players), Lady of the Lake in “Spamalot”, Amalia Balash in “She Loves Me”, 

and Little Red Riding Hood in “Into the Woods” (Calliope Productions).  Heidi 

has worked as a Medical Technologist at UMASS Memorial Healthcare for the 
last 15 years, and holds a Master’s degree in Biotechnology. 

 

JOHN LESLIE (Director) is a co-founder of Calliope Productions, and 

currently serves on their Board of Directors. Recently for Calliope, John has 

stage directed and choreographed “The Taffetas,” “A Taffeta Christmas,” and

JEMS Theatre, John directed “South Pacific,” starring Heidi White as Nellie 

Forbush.

(Worcester), New Players Theater Guild (Fitchburg), Stageworks of Leominster and in San Jose, CA.

during Calliope’s “Grand Night for Singing” musical. John also met Ryan Sullivan during that 

production, and then both Ryan and Lisa were in the Frank Sinatra 100th birthday celebration revue, 
created by John. As with many theatrical and musical experiences, lifelong friendships and 

collaborations are made. Thanks to Dave, Kris, Lisa, Heidi, Ryan, Kim, Donna and “The Last Five 
Years orchestra.” “The Last Five Years” is a bucket list show for John, and he thanks Jonathan and 

Erik for being part of his aspirations.

production staff for this challenging and emotional show.  She has previously

She also likes to add a bit of drama to the Church of the Good Shepherd in Clinton, MA, where she 

is the organist and choir director.
